We have collated the results from our annual 

pupils questionnaire which is completed by  
children in Years 2-6. We were really pleased 

with some of the feedback we received.  
 

97% of pupils felt that bullying was not an issue 
within school or if it did happen teachers were 

very good at dealing with it 
95% of pupils agreed / strongly agreed that my 
school encourages me to respect people from 

other backgrounds and to treat everyone  
equally 

89% of pupils agreed/ strongly agreed my 
schools lets me know my rights and helps me 

understand my rights 
88% of pupils agreed/ strongly agreed my 

school encourages me to look after my  
emotional and mental health 

86% of pupils agreed / strongly agreed that my 
school encourages me to be independent and to 

take on responsibilities 
85% of pupils agreed/ strongly agreed that 

they felt safe in school
