	Communication & Language
We help children develop effective speaking and listening skills.

Children will:
· Listen attentively and respond appropriately in a range of situations
· Use simple sentences to share ideas, needs and experiences
· Ask and answer simple questions during play and group activities
· Maintain attention for short periods during adult-led learning
· Use talk to connect ideas from stories and real-life experiences

	Physical Development
Children continue to develop coordination, control and healthy habits.

They will:
· Use large and small movements to explore space and equipment safely
· Strengthen fine motor skills through activities such as dough gym
· Use tools (scissors, glue, pencils) with growing control and precision
· Develop a comfortable and effective grip for mark making
· Understand the importance of hygiene routines such as hand washing and toileting
	Literacy
We support early reading and writing through engaging and meaningful activities.

Children will:
· Show interest in books and understand that print carries meaning
· Recognise familiar signs, symbols and environmental print
· Identify initial sounds, including the first letter of their name
· Begin to make marks and letter shapes to represent meaning
· Enjoy listening to and joining in with stories, rhymes and songs
	Maths
Maths learning is practical, play-based and linked to real-life contexts.

Children will:
· Compare small groups of objects and notice similarities and differences
· Count small sets accurately
· Recognise numerals to 5 and begin linking numbers to quantities
· Explore patterns, shapes and spatial relationships during play
· Use simple mathematical language such as more, same and fewer

	Understanding the World
Children explore their environment and make connections with their experiences.

They will:
· Talk about why things happen and how things work
· Recognise special times and events in their own lives
· Explore materials to investigate cause and effect
· Show curiosity about technology and how it is used
· Begin to talk about journeys and transport linked to their own experiences

	Expressive Art & Design
Children are encouraged to explore creativity and express themselves.

Children will:
· Sing familiar songs and rhymes from home and school
· Explore rhythm and repeated patterns through music and movement
· Use sounds purposefully during play and music activities
· Investigate instruments and tools to create different sounds
· Engage in imaginative role play inspired by stories and experiences

	Outdoor Learning
Children will:
· Explore the outdoor environment through play, developing curiosity and independence
· Take part in activities linked to journeys and transport, such as obstacle courses and role play
· Develop gross motor skills through climbing, balancing, running and navigating space safely
· Investigate natural materials such as sand, water, soil and plants to explore cause and effect
