Children will explore:
· Who the Anglo-Saxons were and where they came from
· Why they invaded and settled in Britain
· What life was like in Anglo-Saxon villages, including homes, jobs and daily routines
· The famous Sutton Hoo discovery and what it tells us about the past
· How kings ruled and maintained power
· Anglo-Saxon beliefs and religion, comparing these to Viking gods
Children will also learn how historians use evidence to understand the past.
	Computing

Children will:
· Use loops (repeating instructions) to create patterns and shapes
· Explore different types of loops and how they affect outcomes
· Create simple animations
· Design and improve their own games, developing creativity and problem-solving skills
